Mini biography Walter Murch has been editing sound in Hollywood since starting on Francis Ford Coppola's 
film "The Rain People" (1969). He edited sound on "American Graffiti" (1973) and "The Godfather Part II" 

(1974), won his first Academy Award nomination for "The Conversation" (1974), won his first Oscar for 

"Apocalypse Now" (1979), and won an unprecedented double Oscars for sound and film editing for his work on 
"The English Patient" (1996). Most recently he helped reconstruct "Touch of Evil" to Orson Welles original 

notes, and edited The Talented Mr. Ripley. Mr. Murch was, along with George Lucas and Francis Coppola, a 

founding member of northern California cinema. Mr. Murch has directed -- Return to Oz (1985) -- and longs to 
do so again, but as an editor and sound man he is one of the few universally acknowledged masters in his field. 

For his work on the film "Apocolypse Now", Walter coined the term "Sound Designer", and along with 

colleagues such as Ben Burtt, helped to elevate the art and impact of film sound to a new level. Trivia He 
believes in editing while standing up.

The family moved almost immediately to 

Washington, D.C., where Nicole's father pursued his research on breast cancer, then, three years later, made the pilgrimage to her parents' native 
Sydney. Young Nicole's first love was ballet, but she eventually took up mime and drama as well (her first stage role was a bleating sheep in an

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sought out fun in the sun, the fair-skinned Kidman retreated to dark rehearsal halls to practice her craft. She 

worked regularly at the Philip Street Theater, where she once received a personal letter of praise and 

encouragement from audience member Jane Campion (then a film student). Kidman eventually dropped out of 
high school to pursue acting full-time. She broke into movies at age 16, landing a role in the Australian holiday 

favorite Bush Christmas (1983). That appearance touched off a flurry of film and TV offers, including a lead in 

BMX Bandits (1983) and a turn as a schoolgirl-turned-protester in the miniseries "Vietnam" (1986) (mini) (for 
which she won her first Australian Film Institute Award). With the help of an American agent, she eventually 

made her US debut opposite Sam Neill in the at-sea thriller Dead Calm (1989). Kidman's next casting coup 

scored her more than exposure. While starring as Tom Cruise's doctor/love interest in the racetrack romance 
Days of Thunder (1990), she won over the Hollywood hunk hook, line, and sinker. After a whirlwind courtship 

(and decent box office returns), the couple wed on December 24, 1990. Determined not to let her new marital 
status overshadow her fledgling career, the actress pressed on. She appeared as a catty high school senior in the 

Australian film Flirting (1991), then as Dustin Hoffman's moll in the gangster flick Billy Bathgate (1991). She 

reunited with Cruise for Far and Away (1992), the story of young Irish lovers who flee to America in the late 
1800s, and starred opposite Michael Keaton in the tear-tugger My Life (1993). Despite her steady employment, critics and moviegoers still hadn't 

quite warmed to Kidman as a leading lady. She tried to spice up her image by seducing Val Kilmer in Batman Forever (1995), but achieved her 

real breakthrough with Gus Van Sant's _To Die for (1995)_ . As a fame-crazed housewife determined to eliminate any obstacle in her path, 
Kidman proved that she had an impressive range and deadly comic timing. She took home a Golden Globe and several critics' awards for the 

performance. In 1996, Kidman stepped into a corset to work with her countrywoman and onetime admirer, Jane Campion, on the adaptation of 

'Henry James' 's Portrait of a Lady, The (1996). A few months later, she tore across the screen as a nuclear weapons expert in Peacemaker, The 
(1997), adding "action star" to her professional repertoire. She and Cruise then disappeared into a notoriously long, secretive shoot for Stanley 

Kubrick's sexual thriller Eyes Wide Shut (1999). The couple's on-screen shenanigans prompted an increase in public speculation about their sex 

life (rumors had long been circulating that their marriage was a cover-up for Cruise's homosexuality); tired of denying tabloid attacks, they 
successfully sued _The Star_ for a story alleging that they needed a sex therapist to coach them through love scenes. Family life has always been 

a priority for Kidman. Born to social activists (mom was a feminist, dad a labor advocate), Nicole and her little sister, Antonia, discussed current 

events around the dinner table and participated in their parents' campaigns by passing out pamphlets on street corners. When her mother was 
diagnosed with breast cancer, 17-year-old Nicole stopped working and took a massage course so that she could provide physical therapy (her 

mom eventually beat the cancer). She and Cruise adopted two children: Isabella Jane (born in 1993) and Connor Antony (born 1995). Despite 

their rock-solid image, the couple announced in early 2001 that they were separating due to career conflicts.

The filming location here is Carpathian Mountains, Romania, where all of the mountain scenes 

were filmed. By the time this scene was being filmed it marks a three years of work to get to this 

point. As it took three years to finish the script, find the locations and hire the acting cast and 

technical crew. 

 

Production Design by Dante Ferretti, and this is an entirely built film, everything you see was 

built for this film, as none of these American styles of homes and businesses existed in Romania. 

 

Cold Mountain is a real location in North Carolina, and Charles Frazier the author had a view of 

this region when he wrote the book. Thus they had to re-create a real place. The film was 

criticized for not using the real locations, and even the studio received criticism as a cheap 

studio, simply trying to save a buck by filming outside of the United States for a decidedly 

American picture and story. Ultimately in Hollywood the budget is the bottom line, and even 

though they deal in millions of dollar budgets, every penny they can save is important. 

 

They were also able to find 12 to 14 miles of virgin forest that showed no signs of the industrial 

revolution, something that would be difficult to find in America. In your backgrounds you cannot 

have telephone poles or electrical lines present.

American Civil War Facts 

¶ According to the U. S. Census, the population of the United States in 1860 

numbered 31,443,321 persons. Of these, approximately 23,000,000 were in the 22 

Northern states and 9,000,000 in the 11 Southern states. Of the latter total, 

3,500,000 were slaves. 

¶ The chance of surviving a wound in Civil War days was 7 to 1; in the Korean 

War, 50 to 1. 

¶ Percentage of survival for the wounded in the following wars: 

o 15% of the wounded died in the Civil War;  

o 8% in World War I;  

o 4% in World War II;  

o 2% in the Korean War. 

¶ There were 6,000,000 cases of disease in the Federal armies, which meant that, on 

an average, every man was sick at least twice. The diseases most prevalent were 

dysentery, typhoid fever, malaria, pneumonia, arthritis, and the acute diseases of 

childhood, such as measles, mumps, and malnutrition. 
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¶ The principal weapon of the war and the one by which 80 percent of all wounds 

were produced was a single-shot, muzzle-loading rifle in the hands of foot 

soldiers. 

¶ Most wounds were caused by an elongated bullet made of soft lead; about an inch 

long, pointed at one end and hollowed out at the base, and called a ñminieò ball, 

having been invented by Capt. Minié of the French army. 

¶ Fully armed, a soldier carried about seven pounds of ammunition. His cartridge 

box contained 40 rounds, and an additional 60 rounds might be conveyed in the 

pocket if an extensive battle was anticipated. 

¶ The muzzle-loading rifle could be loaded at the rate of about three times a minute. 

Its maximum range was about 1000 yards. 

¶ Most infantry rifles were equipped with bayonets, but very few men wounded by 

bayonet showed up at hospitals. The conclusion was that the bayonet was not a 

lethal weapon. The explanation probably lay in the fact that opposing soldiers did 

not often actually come to grips and, when they did, were prone to use their rifles 

as clubs. 

¶ Artillery was used extensively, but only about 10 percent of the wounded were the 

victims of artillery fire. 

¶ Besides the rifle and cannon, weapons consisted of revolvers, swords, cutlasses, 

hand grenades, Greek fire and land mines. 

¶ Many doctors who saw service in the Civil War had never been to medical school, 

but had served an apprenticeship in the office of an established practitioner. 

¶ In the Peninsular campaign in the spring of 1862, as many as 5000 wounded were 

brought into a hospital where there were only one medical man and five hospital 

stewards to care for them. 

¶ The first organized ambulance corps was used in the Peninsular campaign and at 

Antietam. 

¶ In the battle of Gettysburg, 1100 ambulances were in use. The medical director of 

the Union army boasted that all the wounded were picked up from the field within 

12 hours after the battle was over. This was a far cry from the second battle of 

Bull Run, when many of the wounded were left on the field in the rain, heat, and 

sun for three or four days. 

¶ Eighty percent of all wounds during the Civil War were in the extremities. 

¶ The first U. S. Naval hospital ship, the Red Rover, was used on the inland waters 

during the Vicksburg campaign. 

¶ War began April 12, 1861 and ended April 8, 1865.

Two filming locations in America: the hospital within the mansion is a set built inside a 

warehouse in College of Charleston, Charleston, South Carolina. The magic of Hollywood again, 

the exterior shots were Richmond, Virginia.  
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The order here of the scenes is disruptive to the order placement in the book. You can still follow 

the story, but when combined with the literature you realize how disjointed this is that we are 

now with her father on the farm, before his passing. 

 

Within the literature you are able to go back into time as he describes how he is wounded, and so 

forth, but inside the movie when you are at a present moment and then you go back in time, it 

becomes confusing.

One of the appeals of filming in Romania was their weather, 

as they could count on it snowing and they would have a 

relatively mild summer, all conditions conducive to filming 

and reflected the area that they were depicting in the film.

There are certain imperatives in a film, for example once she calls for him to come home, he 

must react immediately and come home, or the audience feels that he is neglecting his duty, 

regardless of how sick he might be. It is a real challenge of the film; you have two lovers 

separated over four years, and a thousand miles. (Equal to walking from Denver to Los Angeles 

1010 miles) 

 

How do you keep the filament of the two of them fresh and together, without doing too many 

flashbacks? 

 

Chapter 10 (0:46:20) Ada at the Well 
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The image in the well is meant for you to question what she sees, in the book she describes what 

she sees which leaves no doubt to the reader. But in the film you get to experience the image, 

and then come to your own conclusions, is it Inman? Is he coming back? Is it a human form? 

They give you hope mixed with a little bit of ambiguity.

This moment here for the reverend to be tied up to the tree is much more aggressive in the book, 

as you truly understand what is going to happen to this man when the town discovers him in the 

morning.

Minghella told the two actresses here that, ñRenee was stuck to the ground, but Nicole was up in 

the air and that part of the job of the relationship was to pull each other, so that Rudy could get 

out of the ground and Nicole could come down to touch the ground.ò 

 

There is a feeling of relief for the audience when Rudy appears, as the movie was gloom and the 

realities of war were not positive realities and the audience knows that going into the picture. 

Everyone in the south was touched by the devastation of this war. When Rudy arrives there is a 

great sense of relief and a lightening of the weight of the movie. 

 

Nicole has to be the straight woman to Reneeôs antics. Playing the straight person can be the 

difficult part for any actor to play, as it is based in reactions. 

 

Chapter 14 (0:59:00) Ferry Crossing 

Here is the famous corn field that they had to plant and grow to do this scene. This moment is a 

quotation from two previous films, one is Behind the Sun and the man carrying a basket of eggs 

is from Night of the Shooting Stars. Night of the Shooting Stars is about Italians leaving their 

village looking for allies just as these African American slaves are leaving their homes hoping to 

be liberated by the north. 

 

This is shot on a plantation is just outside of Charleston, along with this swamp. Jude Law fell 

into this swamp about three times during the filming of this scene. 

 

Phil also brings the type of humor that Renee brings, by pairing up with Inman in these scenes. 

We play the duets of acting with these couples and jumping back and forth between them. 

 

Chapter 15 (1:01:16) ñYou Never Wrapped Your Legs Around Thiséò 

The gift that Ruby gives Ada is practical survival, and the gift that Ada gives Rudy is the gift of 

the inner life, the imaginary life, brought forward with the music of the piano. 

 

There was a bridge scene here that has the woman discussing selling the piano, that was taken 

out so that we could go from the playing of the piano to the removal of the piano from the home. 

It becomes much harsher to see it in this manner. Ada understands she has to let go of the 

furnishings of the cultured life, in order to make it through the winter. 

 

Chapter 16 (1:05:15) ñThe Tribes of Israel Are About To Flee!ò 

When you jump between these two stories now, we have land in the headlines, sort of speak, 

which means to hit the high points of their relationships and the climaxes to their situations. The 

audience doesnôt want to labor on the day to day survival of these two relationships that can be 

done in the literature. 
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They have to forfeit the luxury of that type of character and story development, in exchange for 

the synergy of what happens by looking at the parallel situations. 

The walking and fishing sequences here were filmed in Virginia, just about five minutes from the 

central area of Richmond.  

 

Now with the dead cow, we are in Romania again. During test markets of this film, they found 

that the audience was more sensitive to that saw going into the neck of the dead bull then they 

were to people getting shot. Maybe this rests on the notion that an audience knows that the actors 

signed up to be apart, or act a part where they get killed etcé, but animals that appear in a film 

did not sign up or volunteer for that action. 

 

1:09:07 As Inman gets into this drugged state, this is the part of the story that audience members 

relate to Homerôs The Odyssey. In the previews the audience got very upset with the element of 

the dirty unclean woman in these scenes. Everyone watching gets very anxious on Inmanôs 

behalf. They consciously tried to invent a moment for the actors where anything could happen 

here. Every hurdle that Inman has to overcome has a particular element to it, is he enough of a 

warrior, is he perseverant enough, is he enough of a companion, is he able resist opportunities to 

be luscious, just the same as is he able to survive the opportunities to love and get home. Every 

part of this story is a test for Inman, and his ability to get home. 

 

They added the boy observing this moment, as it shocks the audience, the audience is disturbed 

to see that this boy is observing such a moment. You will also notice later that this boy is dressed 

in a womanôs dress.

They did have a moment here where Reverend Veasey had an image of the black slave girl now 

pregnant with his child, and then a revelation coming to him where he wanted to go back and 

right the wrongs that he committed. That became a casualty of the editorial process, and in my 

opinion a good casualty, as it would drift way too far from the literary source. 

 

Now remember it was Inman who wanted to try and escape, thus the weight of this moment and 

the deaths of five guys rest on his shoulder. Now he looks at Veasey who died because he 

wanted to get back to Ada, adds to his since of his soul being tarnished beyond belief. This 

becomes one of his sins of his commission. 

 

Chapter 18 (1:19:42) ñThis World Wonôt Stand Long.ò 

This episode of violence does not exist in the book, it is reported and Ada hears the story being 

reported to her. The abuses of the Home Guard are heavily reported in 

history journals and this is just one demonstration of their abuse.  

 

By demonstrating that Cold Mountain is not safe, it emphasizes more 

reason for Inman to get home, and protect these women. The audience 

then feels the need for him to get back and fix things in this community.

graduation from high school. She graduated with honors, and her academic achievements allowed her to attend 

Harvard. She was discovered by an agent in a pizza parlor at the age of 11. She was pushed towards a career in 
modeling but she decided that she would rather pursue a career in acting. She was featured in many live 

performances, but she made her powerful film debut in the movie Léon (1994) (The Professional). Following 

this role Natalie won roles in such films as Heat (1995), Beautiful Girls (1996) and Mars Attacks! (1996). It 
wouldn't be until 1999 when she received worldwide fame as Queen Amidala in the highly anticipated $431 

million grossing Prequel Star Wars: Episode I - The Phantom Menace (1999). Natalie next starred in two 

critically acclaimed comedy dramas Anywhere But Here (1999), and Where the Heart Is (2000).
