This inspired, revolutionary group of anarchic satiristspaobably second only to The Marx Brothers as the-kesivn comedic collective of

this century. The five U.Kborn members of the group were all TV writers (Cleese, Idle, and Chapman wrote for David Frost, whom they later
frequently lampooned) before camting their own show in the late 1960s, in which they acted mainly because they thought no one else would.
Gilliam had met Cleese when the latter toured the United States in another comedy troupe; finding that Gilliam had mgheed tw Evork as

a catoonist, Cleese recruited him to do the bizarre cutout animation for the show. Their firstfigmtémeay, And Now for Something

Completely Different (1972, directed by their regular series helmer lan McNaughton), consisting of refilmed sketclinesrfstiovt, was met

by blank indifference and befuddlement by an American public that had never heard of them. But
the troupe became a cult item when episodes of the series began airing in the United States shortly
thereafter; around that time a couple gtt#én record albums also became rushs among

collegiate cognoscenti and others in the know. By the time their second film, the medieval sendup
Monty Python and the Holy Grail (1975, co directed by Jones and Gilliam), opened in the States,
Americaor a mrticularly demented portion thereafs ready for them.

The troupe's TV series ended in the +h@¥0stall "silly walks" master Cleese had actually

departed before its last season, to work on his own hysterical series "Fawlty FToutePython's
worldwide popularity reunited the group for two more proper film projects, both controveitgal.

of Brian (1979, directed by Jones), a religious satire that targeted the corruption of Christ's message
rather than Christ himself, was widely condemned by marytiwbught it sacrilegious. The ultra

bleak Monty Python's The Meaning of Life (1983, directed by Jones) was an hysterical compendium of bad taste and ekitedyedittpo

satire.

In the meantime, all the members of the troupe were pursuing theindividual projects. In 1977, Gilliam directed his first solo feature, the
Middle Ages fantasy Jabberwocky he then helmed the sleeper hit Time Bandits (1981) and wrangled with studio headswnistichss five
Brazil (1985; which earned him an Oscamination for cewriting the screenplay). His spectacular,-bigdget The Adventures of Baron
Munchausen (1989) fizzled, but Gilliam came back with a 1991 surprise hit, The Fisher King a more optimistic (and foc&iiantional)
project starring Rdb Williams and Jeff Bridges. Idle acted in and co wrote a funny proeiaceflV Beatles sendup)l You Need Is Cash
(1978, ak@he Rutlesnd has acted in numerous comedies, incluliaiipnal Lampoon's European Vacati(#985, as a Brit with a truly stiff
upper lip), Gilliam's Baron Munchausen the minor hit Nuns on the Run (1990), and the terrible Mom and Dad Save the Rjoittte (488 co
wrote and executive produced Splitting Heirs (1993).

Palin and Jones stayed in projects closer to England, ssgaihcocting a veddy British series called "Ripping Yarns." Jones directed but did not
act in the prostitutionweaking comedy Personal Services (1987) and wrote, appeared in, and helmed the flopecibntleelyiking(with Tim

Robbins and Cleese; basmula children's book by Jones, who's an acknowledged expert on the period of history in which it's set) in 1989. Jones
also directed an episode of TV's sHaréd "The Young Indiana Jones Chronicles." Palin wrote and coproduced a starring vehicle étf; hims

The Missionary (1982), but has mostly stuck to acting, as in A Private Function (1985), and was memorable as theistufbering in the
Cleesewritten hit comedyFish Called Wand&n 1988. He then embarked on a pair of madly ambitious TV @j&Around the World in 80

Days" (1990) and "Pole to Pole" (1993) in which he documented his farflung travels. He also co wrote and starred inFxrerdsgh991).
Chapman's last project before he died in 1989 was the failed pirate [yaibolybeard(1983), which he co wrote.

Cleese is the most visible Python member, appearing in many films and TV ads on both sides of the Atlantic, includirg Vivp@eCaper

(1981), Privates on Parade (1982), &iddo (1985, incongruously cast in a Western), Clockwise (1986), and the aforem&déndetivhich

earned Cleese an Oscar nomination for Best Screenplay). He won a 1987 Emmy for his appearance in an episode of "Grmeéded and
villainous voice forAn American Tail: Fievel Goes West (1991). He then took a supporting role in Eric Idle's Splitting Heirs (1993). Cleese also
runs a company that makes unusual, ceoniented training films for executives. There has been a good deal opalbisation n the solo

projects of the Python individuals, but the death of Chapman effectively ruled out the possibility of-aogléutieunion of the troupe.

Biography from Leonard Maltin's Movie Encyclopedidie son of actor Lloyd Bridges (and brother of Beau, also

an actor), this boyishly handsome leading man of the 1970s has matured into one of the finest actors in films. He
made his debut as an infant, dietl by Jane Greer ithe Company She Keef5950), but first gained prominence

with performances in the TV movie Silent Night, Lonely Night (1969) and the featurélélis of Anger(1970).

Peter Bogdanovich's Texast dramahe Last Picture Shoyl971) established him as an-apdcoming leading

man; he earned his first Oscar nomi nation as a young citizen ofllaTsxes town. Bridges subsequently played a
number of disaffected, fatalistic young men, some of them sympathetic, others not.

He also revealed his fondness for interesting and offbeat characters, and his willingness to play them even in
patently uncommercial films=at City (1972, as a boxer's young protégé), Bad Company (also Td9¥#)ceman

Cometh, The Last American Hero (as a raaedriver),Lolly Madonna XXXall 1973), Thunderbolt and Lightfoot (1974, stealing this Clint
Eastwood picture with his Oscarnominated turn as a clever drifter), Rancho Deluxe and Hearts of thetiES7$kept Bridges in the

limelight. The failures of King Kong (1976), Somebody Killed Her Husband (1978), Winter Kills, The American Success Company (both 1979),
Heaven's Gatgl980), Cutter's Way (1981Kiss Me Goodbye an@ron (both 1982)none of which, it should be noted, could be traced to

Bridges' doorseriously impeded his career. But two 1984 films, Against All OddsSéauinargot him back on track.

The first, a remake of the 1947 film n@ut of the Pasteamed him with Rachel Ward and hit moviegoers just right; the second, in which he
played an alien who lands on Earth and assumes human form, brought him another Academy Award nomination. The hugdlyaympegssfu
Edge (1985) teamed him with Glenn Gdds an illogical but suspenseful courtroom drama, 8 Million Ways to Die (1986) cast him as an
alcoholic excop turned detective, The Morning After (also 1986) saw him come to the aid of adpaézel movie star played by Jane Fonda.

mildly diverting but no match for the original film. He rebounded in Terry Gilliam's The Fisher King (1991), asadtalkost devastated by an
emotional crisis but rehabilitated by his associatiom wistreet person played by Robin Williams. It was a brilliant and cathartic performance.

He followed it by commissioning Martin Bell, the director of the harrowing documeSteegtwiseo direct a fictional feature in which he

The Holy Grail

In Christian mythology, the Holy Grail was the dish, platey p or v e s s el bldodhdaringhisaught Jes
" crucifixion. It was said to have the power to heal all wounds. A theme joined to the

ChristianizedArthurian mythos relates to the quest for the Holy Grail.

The legend may be a combination of genuine Christian lore with a Celtic myth of a cauldron
endwed with special powers. Whether grail is Celtic or Old French, it never refers to any cup
or bowl but this. Though some Christian revisionists insist that the Holy Grail is not to be
confused with the Holy Chalice, the vessel which Jesus used at thH&upgsr to serve the

wine, this has been the historical practice; various vessels have been put forward as the Last Supper chalice.
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According to the Catholic Encyclopedia, it was only after the cycle of Grail romances wastablished;

The development of the Grail legend has been traced in detail by cultural historians: it is a GothiasMeigériitst

12th and early 13th centuries. The early Grail romances centered on Percival and were then woven into the more
general Arthurn fabric. The Grail romances were French; though they were translated into other European
vernaculars, no new essential elements were added.

Distribution of Grail Ideas

Various notions of the Holy Grail are currently very widespread in Western Scesgtgdjally British and
American), popularized through numerous medieval and modern works (see below) and linked with the
predominantly AngleFrench (but also with some German influence) cycle of stories about King Arthur and his
knights. Because of this dé distribution most Americans and West Europeans assume that the Grail idea is
universally well known.

The stories of the Grail are totally absent from Eastern Orthodox teachings and are not a part of the culture and
mythos of those countries that weredaare Orthodox (Orthodox Arabs, Orthodox Slavs, Orthodox Romariads,
OrthodoxGreeks). This is evetnuer of the Arthurian myths which were not well known (until the present day
Hollywood retellings) east of Germany. The notions of the Grail, its itapoe, anghrominenceare, and should

always be regarded as, a set of ideas that are essentially local and particular, being linked with Catholic or formerly
Catholic locales, Celtic mythology, and Angtoench medieval storytelling. The contemporary widgribution of

these ideas is due to the huge influence of the pop culture of countries where the Grail Myth was prominent in the
middle Ages.

Early Forms of the Gralil

There are two schools of thought concerning the Grail's origin. The first, champipfyer Sherman Loomis,

Alfred Nutt, and Jessie Weston, holds that it derived from early Celtic myth and folklore. Loomis traced a number of
parallels between Medieval Welsh literature and Irish material and the Grail romances, includargiesni

between t he HBBrénithe Blessed andthe Arthurian Fisher King, and between Bramésliéeing

cauldron and the Grail.

Other legends featured magical platters or dishes that symbolize otherworldly power or test the hero's worth.
Sometimes the itas generate a nevending supply ofood; sometimes they can raise the dead. Sometimes they
decide who the next king should be, as only the true sovereign could holddhghe other hand, some scholars
believe the Grail began as a purely Christian sglmibor example, Joseph Goering of University of Toronto
(Goering 2005) has identified sources for Grail imagery in-t2titury wall paintings from churches in the Catalan
Pyrenees (now mostly removed to MaseumNationald Art de Catalunya, Barcelonayhich present unique

iconic images of the Virgin Mary holding a bowl that radiates tongues of fire, images that predate the first literary
account byChrétiende Troyes. Goering argues that they were the original inspiration for the grail legend.

Anotherrecent theory holds that the earliest stories that cast the Grail in a Christian light were meant to promote the
Roman Catholic sacrament of the Holy Communion. Although the practice of Holy Communion was first alluded to
in the Christian Bible and defideby theologians in the first centuries A.D., around the time of the appearance of the
first Christianized Grail literature, the Roman church was beginning to add more ceremony and mysticism around
this particular sacrament.

Thus, the first Grail storiemay have been celebrations of a renewal in this traditional sacrament. This theory has
some backing by the fact that grail legends are almost entirely a phenomenon of the Western church (see below). As
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strong cases can be made for both origins, most gsholday accept that both Christian and Celtic lore contributed
in the legend's development.

Etymology ofGrail

The wordgrail, as it is earliest spelled, appears to be an Old French adaption of the Latin gradalis, meaning a dish
brought to the table idifferent stages of a meal.

The Beginnings of the Grail in Literature

Chrétiende Troyes

The Grail is first featured iRerceval, le Conte d@rail (The Story of the Grail) bZhrétiende Troyes, who claims

he was working from a source book gfivto him by his patron, Count Philip of Flanders. In this incomplete poem,

dated sometime between 1180 and 1191, the object has not yet acquired the implications of holiness it would have in
later works. While dining in the magical abode of the FishegKiRerceval witnesses a wondrous procession in

which youths carry magnificent objects from one chamber to another, passing before him at each course of the meal.
First comes a young man carrying a bleeding lance, then two boys carrying candelabrasaMieallyiful young

girl emerges bearing an elaborately decorgtad, or grail.

Chretien refers to his object not as The Grail but agrait, showing the word was used, in its earliest literary
context, as a common noun. For Chretien the grail weisle, somewhat deep dish or bowl, interesting because it
contained not a pike, salmon or lamprey, as the audience may have expected for such a container, but a single Mass

wafer which provided sustenance for the Fidkiag s crippled father.

Perceval, wh had been warned against talking too much, remains silent through all of this, and wakes up the next
morning alone. He later learns that if he had asked the appropriate questions about what he saw, he would have
healed his maimed host, much to his honor.

Though Chretien's account is the earliest and most influential of all Grail texts, it was in the work of Robert de
Boron that the Grail truly became the Holy Grail and assumed the form most familiar to modern fedigrgerse

r oman c e Aliroathie, gdmpodedl between 1191 and 1202, Robert tells the story of Joseph of Arimathea
acquiring the chalice of the Last Supper to collect Christ's blood upon His removal from the cross. Joseph is thrown
in prison where Christ visits him and explains the myessenf the blessed cup. Upon his release Joseph gathers his
in-laws and other followers and travels to the west, and founds a dynasty of Grail keepers that eventually includes
Perceval.

The Grail in other Early Literature
After this point, Grail literatte divides into two classes. The first concerns Kanipur s knights visiting the Grail

castle or questing after the object; the second concer@r#iles history in the time of Joseph of Arimathea.
The nine most important works from the first group:ar
e The Perceval of Chretien de Troyes.
e Four continuations of Chretien's poem, by authors of differing vision and talent, designed to bring the story
to a close.
e The German Parzival by Wolfram von Eschenbach, which adapted at least the holiness &f Grdikert
into the framework of Chretien's story.
e The Didot Perceval, named after the manuscript's former owner, and purportedly a prosification of Robert
de Boron's sequel to Joseph d'Arimathie.
e The Welsh romance Peredur (generally included in the Mghiny, based on Chretien's poem but
including very striking differences from it.
e Perlesvaus, called the "least canonical" Grail romance because of its very different character.
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e The German Diu Crone (The Crown), in which Gawain, rather than Percevalyesltie Grail.

e The Lancelot section of the vast Vulgate Cycle, which introduces the new Grail hero, Galahad.

e The Queste del Sai@rail, another part of the Vulgate Cycle, concerning the adventures of Galahad and
his achievement of the Grail.

Of the second class there are:
e Robert de Boron'doseph dArimathie,
e TheEstoire del Saint Graahe first part of the Vulgate Cycle (but written after Lancelot and the Queste),
based on Roberts tale but expanding it greatly with many new details.

Thouch all these works have their roots in Chretien, several contain pieces of tradition not found in Chrtien which
are possibly derived from earlier sources.

Ideas of the Grall

As stated above, the Grail was considered a bowl or dish when first describédeltign de Troyes. Other authors

had their own ideas; Robert de Boron portrayed it as the vessel of the Last Supper, and Peredur had no Grail per se,
presenting the hero instead with a platter containing his kinsman's bloody, severed head.

In Parzival,Wolfram von Eschenbach, citing the authority of a certain (probably fictional) Kyot the Provenal,

claimed the Grail was a stone that fell from Heaven, and had been the sanctuary of the Neutral Angels who took
neither side during Lucifer's rebellion. Thettaars of the Vulgate Cycle used the Grail as a symbol of divine grace.
Galahad, bastard son of the world's greatest knight, Lancelot, and the Grail Bearer Elaine, is destined to achieve the
Grail, his spiritual purity making him a better warrior than eli=nillustrious father. Galahad and the interpretation

of the Grail involving him were picked up in the 15th century by Sir Thomas Malory (Le Morte d'Arthur), and

remain popular today.

Various notions of the Holy Grail are currently very widespread int¥vlesociety (especially British, French and
American), popularized through numerous medieval and modern works (see below) and linked with the
predominantly AngleFrench (but also with some German influence) cycle of stories about King Arthur and his
knights. Because of this wide distribution, Americans and West Europeans sometimes assume that the Grail idea is
universally well known.

The stories of the Grail, however, are totally absent from the folklore of those countries that were and are Eastern
Orthodbx (whether Arabs, Slavs, Romanians, or Greeks). This is true of all Arthurian myths, which were not well
known east of Germany until the presdaty Hollywood retellings. Nor has the Grail been as popular a subject in

some predominantly Catholic areassisias Spain and Latin America, as it has been elsewhere. The notions of the
Grall, its importance, and prominence, are a set of ideas that are essentially local and particular, being linked with
Catholic or formerly Catholic locales, Celtic mythology amugho-French medieval storytelling. The contemporary

wide distribution of these ideas is due to the huge influence of the pop culture of countries where the Grail Myth was
prominent in the Middle Ages.

Some insist the Holy Gralil, even if historical, shob&lconsidered separate from the Holy Chalice used by Jesus at
the Last Supper. However, confusion between the two has been the historical practice.

The Later Legend

Belief in the Grail, and interest in its potential whereabouts, has never ceased.gwn@sdbeen attributed to

various groups (including the Knights Templar). There are cups claimed to be the Grail in several churches like the
Valencia cathedral. The emerald chalice at Genoa, which was obtained during the crusades at Aleppo at great cost,
has been less championed as the Holy Grail since an accident on the road while it was being returned from Paris
after the fall of Napoleon revealed that the emerald was green glass. In Wolfram von Eschenbach'’s telling, the Gralil
was kept safe at the castf Munsalvaesche (mons salvationis), entrusted to Titurel, the first Grail King. Some, not
least the monks of Montserrat, have identified the castle with the real sanctuary of Montserrat in Catalonia, Spain.
Other stories claim that the Grail is buriegheath Rosslyn Chapel or is to be found deep in the spring at
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Glastonbury Tor. Still other stories claim that a secret line of hereditary protectors keep the Grail, and local folklore
in Nova Scotia and Accokeek, Maryland says that it was moved to tledois by a closeted priest aboard
Captain John Smith's ship.

Four medieval relics
During the Middle Ages, four major contenders for the position of Holy Grail stood out from the rest. Some of these,
like the santo cliz of Valencia, are connected wlih Holy Chalice.

1. The earliest record of a chalice from the Last Supper is of-hdwdled silver chalice which was keptin a

reliquary in a chapel near Jerusalem between the basilica of Golgotha and the Martyrium. This Grail appears only in
the account of Arculf, a 7thcentury AngleSaxon pilgrim who saw it, and through an opening of the perforated lid

of the reliquary where it reposed, touched it with his own hand which he had kissed. According to him, it had the
measure of a Gaulish pint. All thegye of the city flocked to it with great veneration. (Arculf also saw the Holy

Lance in the porch of the basilica of Constantine.) This is the only mention of the chalice situated in the Holy Land.

2. There is a reference in the late thirteenth century to a copy of the Grail being at Constantinople. This occurs in the
13th century German romance, tfieunger Titurel:"A second costly dish, very noble and very precious, was

fashioned to duplicate thame. In holiness it has no flaw. Men of Constantinople assayed it in their land, (finding) it
richer in adornment, they accounted it the true gral." This Grail was said to have been looted from the church of the
Bucoleon during the Fourth Crusade and &emh Constantinople to Troyes by Garnier de Trainel, the then bishop

of Troyes, in 1204. It was recorded there in 1610, but it disappeared at the French Revolution.

3. Of two Grail vessels that survive today, one is at Genoa, in the cathedral. Thenbégmwese vessel is known
as the sacro catino, the holy basin. Traditionally said to be carved from emerald, it is in fact a green Egyptian glass

dish, about eighteen inches (37 cm) across. It was sent to Paris after Napad@ouest of Italy, and was returned

broken, which identified the emerald as glass. Its origin is uncertain; according to William of Tyre, writing in about
1170, it was found in the mosque at Caesarea in 1101: "a vase of brilliant green shaped likeTehbd®énoese,
believing that it was of emerald, accepted it in lieu of a large sum of money.

The
earliest secure reference to the chalice is in 1399, when it was given by the monastery of San Juan de la Pea to king
Martin | of Aragon in exchange for a goldgBy the end of the century a provenance had been mvented for the
chalice at Valencia, by which St Peter had ‘ ok
brought it to Rome.

The Grail and the Fisher King

is lame in one leg (a euphemism for impoténcy
which in turn causes the land to become barren
(infertile).

The purpose of the relics is to incite the hero to question them and thereby, through
some unknown means, break the enchantment of the adikimg and the barren land, although the hero invariably
fails to do so.

The Grail and Arthurian Legend

The story of the Fisher King and the Grail was later incorporated into the Arthurian myths. At first presented as a
retelling of the older Fisher Kg tale- for example, one telling involved Percival encountering the Fisher King and
the Grail before arriving at Camelot, it eventually evolved into an explicit "quest" for the-@maikuch quest

ending with twelve knights (of undetermined origin)exsting into Heaven along with the Grail.

Some believe the grial is in the Chalice Well in Glastonbymyt there by Joseph of Arimathea. The search for the
vessel became the principal quest of King Arthur and his Knights of the Roundtabl8word irthe Stone
Excalibur- and the magic of Merlin.

Fate of the Grail

While the Grail formally first appeared in the Perceval le Gallois of Chrtien de Troyes and the Parzival of Wolfram
von Eschenbach both of whom describe it in connection with the Fiskimg and how Percival failed to speak

and thus cure the infirm kingit was Robert de Boron who added the detail that the Grail was brought to Britain by
Joseph of Arimathea, when he travelled to the British Isles as the first Christian missionargdorttty and
established the first Christian church in the British Isles in his verse romance, Joseph d'Arimathie, by Robert de
Boron, composed between 1170 and 1212.

A number of knights undertook the quest for the Grail, in tales that have becomedatanéneeArthurian mythos.

Some of these tales tell of knights who succeeded, like Percival or the virginal Galahad; others tell of knights who
failed to achieve the grail because of their tragic flaws, like Lancelot. In Wolfram's telling, the Grailpvaafkeat

the castle of Munsalvaesche (mons salvationis) or Montsalvat, entrusted to Titurel, the firkirgradome, not

Quest for the Grail

The date of Grail sequences in the Welsh folktales, the Mabinogion are older than the surviving manuscripts (13th
century). There is an English poem Sir Percyvelle, of the ddittury. Then the legends of King Arthur and the

Holy Grail were collected in the 15th century by Thomas Malory for his Le Morte D' Arthur (Also spelled Le Morte
Darthur) which gave the body of legend its classic form.

Important literary settings of Graihaterial include Chretien de Troyes' Conte du Graal (French, late 12th century,
the first romance to mention the Grail) and Wolfram von Eschenbach's Parzifal (German, early 13th century). The
parallels between Conte du Graal and Parzifal are strikingVblftam stated that his tale came from a Provenal lay

of a certain Kyot (Guiot). Wolfram also states that his romance is being transcribed for him, so the inference is that
his sources were not written. Kyot has never been identified, and many haveed¢jugishe does not exist.

Richard Wagner recast Wolfram's version of the legend in his &aesifal(1883), opening the floodgates for the
Grail in 20th century pop culture, both camp and campy.

Four medieval relics

Central Parks a large public, urban park (843 acres,

borough of Manhattan in New York City. With about twefitye million visitors annually,
Central Park is the most visited city park in the United States, aapgearance in many movies
and television shows has made it the most famous city park in the world.
