Biography for Roman Polanski  

Date of Birth 18 August 1933, Paris, France, Birth Name Rajmund Roman Liebling, Nickname Romek, Height 5' 5"   
 

Mini Biography Roman Polanski's parents returned to Poland from France just two years before the World War II began: 

both were taken later to concentration camps where his mother eventually died. Young Roman managed to escape the 
ghetto and learned to survive wandering through the Polish countryside and living with the different Catholic families. 

Though local people usually ignored cinemas where mostly German films were shown, Polanski seemed not very much 
concerned about patriotism and frequently went to the movies. In 1945, he reunited with his father who sent him to 

technical school, but young Polanski seemed to have already made his choice. 

 
In the 1950s, he took up acting, appearing in Andrzej Wajda's Pokolenie (1955) before studying at the Lodz Film School. 

His early shorts such as Dwaj ludzie z szafa (1958), The Fat and the Lean (1961), and Mammals (1962) showed his taste 

for black humor and interest in bizarre human relationships. His feature debut, Knife in the Water (1962), was the first 
Polish post-war film not associated with the war theme. Though being already a major Polish filmmaker, Polanski yet 

chose to leave the country and headed to France. Being down-and-out in Paris, he befriended young scriptwriter, Gérard 

Brach, who eventually became his long-time collaborator. The next two films, Repulsion (1965) and Cul-de-sac (1966), 
made in England and co-written by Brach, won respectively Silver and Golden Bear at the Berlin Film Festivals. 

 

In 1968, Polanski went to Hollywood, where he made the psychological thriller Rosemary's Baby (1968). However, after 
the brutal murder of his wife Sharon Tate by the infamous Manson gang in 1969, the director decided to return to Europe. 

In 1974, he again appeared with a US release of Chinatown (1974). It seemed the beginning of the promising Hollywood 

career, but after his conviction for the statutory rape of a 13-year old girl, Polanski fled from America to avoid prison. 

 

After Tess (1979), which was awarded several Oscars and Cesars, his work became intermittent and rarely approached the 

level of his better known films. The director also stretched his talents to include occasional work in theatre. He still likes to 
act in the films of other directors, sometimes with interesting results as it was in A Pure Formality (1994). IMDb Mini

¶ Has not been back to the United States since 1978. 

¶ He was convicted of the statutory rape of a 13-year-old girl and fled to Europe to escape incarceration. 

¶ After Polanski fled from the American justice, the judge on his case swore to have him behind the bars. Though the 
judge died in 1989, the director still can't enter the US; otherwise, he would be arrested. 

¶ In 1969, while he was on out-of-town business, his wife, actress Sharon Tate was brutally murdered by members of 

Charles Manson's cult family; though Manson only ordered the killing and was not present during the murders. She was 

eight-months pregnant with their first child at the time. He has said that his life's biggest regret was not being present at 

the house on Cielo Drive, Beverly Hills the night his wife Sharon Tate and four others were brutally murdered. 

¶ Two children with Emmanuelle Seigner: Morgane and Elvis. 

¶ Shortly before her murder, wife Sharon Tate gave Polanski a copy of Thomas Hardy's 1891 novel "Tess of the 
d'Urbervilles", and he planned to film it with her. When he finally made the movie Tess (1979), he dedicated it to her. 

¶ Roman and his father are Holocaust survivors. His father was Jewish, and his half-Jewish mother (who was murdered in 
Auschwitz) had been raised as a Roman Catholic. 

¶ Received his first best director Oscar for the movie The Pianist (2002) five months after the awards ceremony. His 
friend, Harrison Ford, flew to France to present Polanski the award, since the director would be immediately arrested 

and incarcerated due to outstanding warrants stemming from his fleeing the US after his 1978 statutory rape conviction 

to avoid imprisonment. [8 September 2003]. 
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¶ Won the Best Director Oscar in 2003 for The Pianist (2002) at the age of 69 years and 7 months, making him the oldest 

person ever to win that award to that point in time. Polanski eclipsed the record previously held by George Cukor, who 
was 65 when he won for directing My Fair Lady (1964). This record was beaten in 2005 when Clint Eastwood won at 

the age of 74 for Million Dollar Baby (2004). 

¶ Within the Hollywood industry in the late 60s and early 70s he was often mocked as the stereotypical short, tyrannical 
European director. 

¶ Was voted the 26th Greatest Director of all time by Entertainment Weekly. 

¶ Was one of the judges in the Miss Universe pageant in 1976. 

¶ When he fled from the U.S. in the late 70s, much was made about the director's inability to ever make films in the States 
again. However, Polanski only shot 2 films in the States prior to his arrest: Rosemary's Baby (1968) and Chinatown 

(1974) were shot in North America. All other English-language films before the arrest were shot in the UK, and all the 
ones since have been shot in Central Europe. 

¶ President of the jury at the Cannes Film Festival in 1991 

¶ Is portrayed by Marek Probosz in Helter Skelter (2004) (TV). 

¶ Polanski was born Rajmund Roman Liebling in Paris, France, the son of Bula (née Katz-Przedborska) and Ryszard 
Liebling (aka Ryszard Polanski), who was a painter and plastics manufacturer. His father was a Polish Jew and his 

mother, a native of Russia, was brought up as a Catholic as she had a Jewish father and a Roman Catholic mother. 

¶ He was due to have directed "The Double," a modern-day, comedic adaptation of Fyodor Dostoyevsky's novel about a 

man whose life is taken over by his doppelganger. John Travolta, who was being paid $17m, was to have played the 

lead, alongside Isabelle Adjani, John Goodman, and Jean Reno. Shooting was to have begun in May 1996 in Paris. Lili 

Fini Zanuck and Todd Black were producing, Jeremy Leven had written the screenplay and other personnel such as 
director of photography Robert Richardson and production designer Pierre Guffroy were in place. Just nine days before 

principal photography was scheduled to start, and with around $15m already spent, Travolta flew back to US following 

an argument with Polanski. Travolta claimed that the screenplay had been significantly altered compared with the one he 
had signed up for. Following Travolta's departure, Steve Martin was quickly hired to replace him, but Isabelle Adjani 

said she was only prepared to work with Travolta, and she, too, left the film. The project collapsed shortly afterwards. 

¶ According to his autobiography, producer Robert Evans initially wanted Roman Polanski to direct Sliver (1993). Since 
Polanski will not return to the United States, Evans planned on having a second unit director shoot some footage of New 

York, whilst Polanski would direct the film in Paris. 

¶ Was offered the chance to direct King Kong (1976) but turned it down. 

¶ In November 1989 he was approached by Warner Bros to adapt and direct Mikhail A. Bulgakov's novel The Master and 
Margarita. The project was subsequently dropped by Warners due to budgetary concerns and the studio's belief that the 

subject matter was no longer relevant due to the fall of the Berlin wall. Polanski has described his script as the best he 

has ever adapted. 

¶ Directed four actors in Oscar-nominated performances: Ruth Gordon, Jack Nicholson, Faye Dunaway, and Adrien 

Brody. Gordon and Brody won Oscars for their performance in one of his movies. 

¶ In February 2007 it was announced that Polanski would direct a $130m adaptation of Robert Harris' novel Pompeii. 

Orlando Bloom and Scarlett Johansson were rumoured to be starring, but in September 2007 he left the project due to 
concerns over the threatened Screen Actors Guild strike.

When Roman Polanski was arrested September 2009 in Switzerland, post-production was never 

put on hold. He saw every step of the film and made all artistic decisions. He finished editing the 

movie while in a Swiss prison. In December 2009 Polanski was released on bail but placed under 

house arrest, where he remained when this movie was released.  

 

Although the studio advised the stars to avoid commenting directly on the arrest of Roman 

Polanski, Pierce Brosnan said during a promotional interview, ñItôs sad for all concerned, but itôs 

also heightened the movie. The movies in the can, heôs in the can.ò  

 

Continuity: When the ghost writer and his agent (Rick) meet in the first scene, in a 

bar/restaurant, the agent has the glass almost empty of water, but in the next image (filming 

angle changed) his glass is 3/4 full with water. 

 

Factual errors: In an early London street scene outside the publishing offices, a No. 9 double-

decker bus can be seen. This bus type isnôt currently used in London. 

 

Anachronisms: The first car off the ferry in the 

beginning of the movie has a white New York 

State Statue of Liberty license plate. The 

ñLibertyò license plate was retired in 2001, before 

the War on Terror. 

 

Factual errors: A round-trip ferry ticket for a car 

to Marthaôs Vineyard is $135, well over the $40 

paid by the ghost. 

 

Continuity: When we first see the abandoned 
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BMW on the ferry viewed from the bow of the ship its front right wheel is parked straight, hard 

against the yellow lane divider. When we see the car alone from above and behind the vehicle, it 

is more skewed and across the left-hand line on the ferry.

Biography for Ewan McGregor (The Ghost). Ewan McGregor was born in 1971 in Crieff, Scotland. Ewan became 

enthralled with the world of acting from a very early age, largely inspired by his actor uncle, Denis Lawson (of Local Hero 

fame).  His passion for the silver screen was crystallised in 1977, when, as a six year old, he was taken to see his uncle act 
in Star Wars. Like millions of other small boys in the world, he was spellbound. He saw the film so many times that he 

could recite practically the whole script without drawing breath ï one of lifeôs ironies that would take over twenty years to 
unfold.  

 

Six months prior to graduating from Londonôs Guildhall School of Music and Drama, Ewan was offered the role of Private 
Mick Hopper in Dennis Potterôs six-part musical comedy television series Lipstick on Your Collar (produced by Rosemarie 

Whitman). Ewanôs first film role was in Bill Forsythôs Being Human, where the producer Lord David Puttnam was so 

impressed by Ewanôs abilities that he added in extra scenes for him on the spot.  
 

The romantic lead as a French adventurer Julien Sorel in the BBCôs production of Scarlet and Black, Ewan starred in the 

BAFTA award winning Shallow Grave. Shallow Grave was named Best Film at the 1994 Dinard Film Festival and the film 
won the 1994 BAFTA Alexander Korda Award for Outstanding British Film of the Year and the BAFTA Scotland Award 

for Best Feature Film. Ewanôs portrayal of Alex Law earned him the Hitchcock DôArgent Best Actor Award and a 

nomination for Best Actor at the BAFTA Scotland Awards, as well as laying the roots for a highly successful partnership 
with the director, Danny Boyle.  Ewan then went on to portray the shifty London drug-dealer Dean Raymond opposite an 

up-and-coming Catherine Zeta-Jones, followed by his first solo male lead in Peter Greenawayôs erotic art-house film The 

Pillow Book. 
 

Although Shallow Grave provided Ewanôs breakthrough role, it was his portrayal of heroin-addict Mark Renton in Irvine 

Welshôs Trainspotting that catapulted McGregor to international fame. Trainspotting won a string of prestigious awards, 
including the BAFTA Scotland award for Best Feature Film, while McGregor himself picked up BAFTA Scotlandôs Best 

Actor accolade, and for the second year running, the Empire magazine award for Best British Actor and from the London 

Film Criticsô Circle. 
 

After the success of Trainspotting, Ewan took on the contrasting role of Frank Churchill opposite Gwyneth Paltrow in an 

adaptation of Jane Austenôs novel Emma, directed by Doug McGrath.  Ewan then starred opposite Tara Fitzgerald in Mark 
Hermanôs Cesar award winning Brassed Off. 

 

Ewanôs US film debut arrived in the shape of Nightwatch, a grisly slasher movie filmed in LA and having returned to 
Britain, he starred in Philippe Rousselotôs The Serpentôs Kiss with Pete Postlethwaite, Greta Scacchi and Richard E.Grant.    

 

Ewan was reunited with director Danny Boyle in A Life Less Ordinary, with Cameron Diaz, a role which won him the Best 
British Actor award (for the third time running) in the 1997 Empire Movie Awards. Also in 1997, Ewan received an Emmy 

Award for Outstanding Guest Actor for his role in the ER episode, The Long Way Round. 

 
Ewan then played opposite Michael Stipe in the glam rock film, Velvet Goldmine, followed by a portrayal of the infamous 

trader Nick Leeson and his spectacular fall from grace in Rogue Trader opposite Anna Friel. He teamed up again with 

Brassed Off director Mark Herman in the Golden Globe-winning Little Voice, alongside Jane Horrocks and Michael Caine.   
 

Life came full circle for McGregor when he landed the part of Obi-Wan Kenobi in Star Wars Episode 1: The Phantom 

Menace, the legendary role once played by Sir Alec Guinness. Director George Lucas then invited Ewan back to star in the 
sequels; Star Wars Episode II ï Attack of the Clones (2002) and Star Wars: Episode III (2005).   

 

In Baz Luhrmannôs Oscar and BAFTA award winning musical Moulin Rouge, Ewan played Christian, opposite Nicole 
Kidmanôs Satine.  Ewan starred in Ridley Scotôs Black Hawk Down and went on to film Young Adam with Peter Mullan 

and Tilda Swinton, for which he received a London Film Critics Circle Awards nomination. 

 
In 2002, Ewan filmed Down With Love opposite Rene Zellweger and then Tim Burtonôs Big Fish (2003), alongside Albert 

Finney, Billy Crudup, Alison Lohman, Jessica Lange and Danny DeVito. 
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Other film credits include Marc Forsterôs supernatural thriller, Stay, alongside Naomi Watts and Ryan Gosling, Michael 

Bayôs The Island (2005) alongside Scarlett Johanssen, Djimon Hounsou and Steve Buscemi, the animated films Robots 
(Dir. Chris Wedge) and Valiant (Dir. Gary Chapman), Scenes of a Sexual Nature (Dir. Edward Blum), Miss Potter (Dir. 

Chris Noonan), Woody

Timothy Burrell, Co-Producer: I think the advantage of working with Roman Polanski is he has 

that extraordinary ability to bring people to work with him. There are very few actors, who if 

offered a few days of work on a picture with Polanski, would turn that down, because his 

reputation amongst actors is quite remarkable. People enjoy working with him. People enjoy that 

experience.  

 

Roman Polanski: From project to project, there are different reasons for me picking up a 

particular one. I have always had a hard time to answer this question. In the case of The Ghost, I 

read the galleys of the books which Robert Harris had sent me, and I thought, ñThatôs a good 

story.ò It felt very much like one of those Chandler books, and I got interested in it, because it 

had a terrific amount of suspense, and it had some meaning, because it dealt with actual politics 

problems of today. Also, had a great deal of humor in it.  

 

Robert Harris and I, we talked a lot, we laughed a lot, and we did it in various locations. Part of it 

in one of the French vacation places off-season and that was the atmosphere we were looking 

for.  Thatôs why we decided to spend a few days in a totally empty hotel. Other than that, we 

worked in various places, in my Chalet in Gstaad, and in my office in Paris. Robert would write 

a scene. I would sometimes act it out. We would discuss the dialogue and say it back and forth. 

Between that we were exchanging the ideas and going through and making decisions. Iôm mainly 

concerned with the construction.

Robert Harris, the idea of the Ghost Writer was an idea I had about fifteen years previously, I 

was just interested in the set-up, of a former world leader and someone who has to write his 

memoirs. And from the start I envisioned a kind of love interest, between the ghost writer and 

the ex-leaders wife. And I saw them kind of living in this somewhat isolated spot. But I could 

never quite get it right, then more than a decade went by, and then in 2006, I heard an interview 

with someone who wanted to have Tony Blair prosecuted for war crimes. And I almost froze in 

my seat, and thought I could write about someone who is based on that individual or situation. 

So that is when it really crystallized for me.  

 

The crucial thing about the book is that it was originally envisaged deep in my subconscious as a 

stage play for perhaps three or four actors. And so for me obviously there are similarities, 

between Tony and Cherie Blair and the Langs in the film and in the novel, nevertheless they are 

all very distinctive characters that reach back to me far before I even heard of Tony Blair. And I 

am interested, as a writer, in power and always have been. I was a journalist and covered 

politicians. I am interested in the phenomenon of the leader who loses power. How do they 

readjust? These are people of charisma; they had something that took them to the top of political 

societies with millions of people involved. What interests me is that universal quality of what 

takes a person to the very top and what it is like, then, to lose that power? That really is what 

Lang is all about. 

 

Ewan McGregor has said that the script never named his character, so in his head, his character 

name was Gordon McFarquor. The credits simply list him as The Ghost. Hugh Grant reportedly 

turned down the lead role.  
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Early in the movie, The Ghost passes through a security check and jokingly asks if the company 

thinks Random House will bomb them. Random House was author Robert Harrisô publishing 

house when he wrote the original novel.  

 

Largely because Roman Polanski could not set foot in the United States, filming took place in 

Germany made to look like Massachusetts. Some part of the movie was filmed on the German 

island of Sylt as a stand in for Martha's Vineyard. To look more American it was dressed up with 

an attention to details: American style cars, US signage, added telephone poles (phone and 

energy lines run mostly underground in Germany), wooden houses, American extras, etc.  

 

With all the controversy surrounding director Roman Polanskiôs legal troubles, I was quite 

curious to see his most recent film, The Ghost Writer, which recently premiered at the Berlin 

International Film Festival and opened in limited release in the U.S. last weekend. I found it 

quite entertaining, a solid thriller with decent performances by leads Pierce Brosnan, Ewan 

McGregor, and Olivia Williams. Those looking for a political thriller with an all-star cast, a dash 

of humor, and some outlandish plot twists will probably find it a satisfying ride.

actors in Hollywood today, Golden Globe nominee Pierce Brosnan has most recently been seen on screen in the huge 

international hit Mamma Mia! starring alongside Meryl Streep and Colin Firth.  He has completed filming on several new 
projects: The Greatest with Susan Sarandon, Chris Columbusô Perry Jackson & The Olympians: The Lightening Thief and 

Remember Me with Robert Pattinson.  

 
In 2007 he starred in Ira Sachsô Married Life opposite Patricia Clarkson and Chris Cooper, as well as in Butterfly on a 

Wheel, directed by Mike Barker.  Seraphim Falls the previous year saw him starring alongside Liam Neeson  

 
In 2005, Brosnan received a Golden Globe Award nomination for Best Performance by an Actor for his role as Julian 

Noble in the critically acclaimed film The Matador. 

 

In addition to his work in front of the camera, Brosnan has always had an interest in the art of filmmaking. Having 

achieved international stardom as an actor, Brosnan expanded the range of his film work by launching his own production 

company, Irish DreamTime in 1996, along with producing partner Beau St. Clair.  
 

Apart from The Matador, Irish DreamTime has produced four other films to date: The Nephew, The Thomas Crown Affair, 

Evelyn and Laws of Attraction. The companyôs first studio project, The Thomas Crown Affair, was a critical and box-office 
success and one of the best-reviewed and highest-grossing romantic thrillers in years. Evelyn, directed by Bruce Beresford, 

opened to critical acclaim at the Toronto and Chicago Film Festivals and also garnered rave reviews. Laws of Attraction, a 

romantic comedy, which teamed Brosnan with Julianne Moore, focused on dueling divorce attorneys who fall in love. 
 

Shooting has begun on Irish DreamTimeôs sixth production, Butterfly on a Wheel, in which Brosnan stars with Maria Bello 

and Gerard Butler. The psychological thriller, currently shooting in Vancouver, centers on a happy couple with a seemingly 
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perfect life whose daughter is abducted. Over the course of a day, the kidnapper dismantles the familyôs lives with brutal 

efficiency. 

 
Perhaps best known worldwide as James Bond, Brosnan reinvigorated the popularity of the Bond legacy in box-office 

blockbusters such as Goldeneye, Tomorrow Never Dies, The World Is Not Enough and Die Another Day. Brosnanôs first 

three Bond films earned over a billion dollars at the international box-office. His most recent Bond film, Die Another Day, 
was the most successful Bond film ever, garnering nearly a half-billion dollars worldwide. In addition to his four Bond 

films, three other Brosnan filmsðThe Thomas Crown Affair, Danteôs Peak and The Lawnmower Man have earned 

hundreds of millions of dollars internationally, cementing him as one of the worldôs most bankable stars. 
 

Brosnanôs other film credits include John Boormanôs critically acclaimed film from the John LeCarre novel, The Tailor of 

Panama, Bruce Beresfordôs Mr. Johnson and Sir Richard Attenboroughôs Grey Owl. In addition to The Matador, Brosnan 
has also shown his comedic skills in such films as Mrs. Doubtfire and Mars Attacks. He also had a supporting role 

alongside Barbra Streisand in The Mirror Has Two Faces. 

 
Some of his many accolades include a Lifetime Achievement Award at the 2002 Chicago Film Festival, the International 

Star of the Year at the Cinema Expo in Amsterdam, an Honorary Doctorate of Arts from the Dublin Institute of 

Technology, an Honorary Doctorate from the University College Cork and an Order of the British Empire bestowed by Her 
Majesty the Queen. 

 

Brosnan was born in County Meath, Ireland and moved to London at age 11. At 20, he enrolled in drama school and while 
in London, performed in several West End stage productions including Franco Zeffirelliôs Fulimena and Tennessee 

Williamsô The Red Devil Battery Sign at the York Theater Royal. Before landing the role of James Bond, Brosnan had 
achieved worldwide recognition as private investigator Remington Steele on the popular television series of the same name. 

 

Spouse Keely Shaye Smith, (2001-Present), 2 children; Cassandra Harris, (1980-1991), her death, 3 adopted children.

Trivia 

¶ He adopted his first wife Cassandra Harris's children, Charlotte Brosnan (b. 1972) and Christopher Brosnan (b. 1973), 

after their father died in 1986. 

¶ Was made a Freeman of Navan, Co. Meath, Ireland (the town he lived in until he moved to England in 1964) on 11th 

November 1999. 

¶ Owns his own production company, Irish DreamTime. Its first release was The Nephew (1998). 

¶ The very first film he claims to have seen is the 007 movie Goldfinger (1964). 

¶ Enjoys fishing on the River Towy in Carmarthenshire, South Wales. Jimmy Carter (former American President) also 

enjoys the same fishing spot. 

¶ Is the third actor to play James Bond in more than two films, along with Roger Moore and Sean Connery. 

¶ On December 28, 1991, one day after their 11th wedding anniversary, his wife, Cassandra Harris, died in his arms. She 
died of ovarian cancer. 

¶ His mother, May, was 19 when she gave birth to him. She had married his father, Thomas, on August 16, 1952. 
However, his parents separated when he was still a baby, and from the age of 4 he was raised by his maternal 

grandparents, Philip and Kathleen Smith, while his mother went to London to train as a nurse. When he was 6, both 

grandparents died and he was passed around amongst relatives until Eileen Reilly took him into her lodging house. 
Finally, when he was 10, his mother was able to take him to her home in Putney, London. While in London, May had 

met a man, named Bill Carmichael, who had asked her to marry him, but she wanted approval from her son. Pierce gave 

his approval and the couple was married. From that point on, Bill treated Pierce as his real son and they got along fine. It 
was Bill who took Pierce to see his first Bond movie, Goldfinger (1964), and it was at that point that decided to take up 

acting. 

¶ At the age of 11 he was almost six feet tall, making him a target of bullies. 

¶ Is claustrophobic, which made the filming of certain scenes in Dante's Peak (1997) very difficult. 

¶ In addition to his salary for his James Bond movies, Brosnan received a car. The BMW Z3 from GoldenEye (1995), an 

8-series BMW (instead of the 750iL) from Tomorrow Never Dies (1997), and the Z8 from The World Is Not Enough 

(1999). 

¶ Early in his screen career he portrayed the title role in the TV series "Remington Steele" (1982). His character was a 

career criminal gone "straight" as a private investigator, with an amazing knowledge of and obsession with classic 
cinema. In the episode "To Catch a Steele" (original air date 2/11/83, episode 15), Steele equates the case he is working 

on to The Thomas Crown Affair (1968), starring Faye Dunaway and Steve McQueen. Sixteen years later Brosnan starred 

in the remake of that movie, The Thomas Crown Affair (1999). 

¶ He was given an honorary OBE by Britain's ambassador to Ireland, Stewart Eldon, on 8/19/03. Honorary OBEs are 

awarded on merit by the Queen to non-British citizens who have made an important contribution to British interests. The 
award formally makes him "an Officer of the Most Excellent Order of the British Empire". 

¶ After the release of Die Another Day (2002), he was approached by a man in a Dublin bar who asked to shake his hand. 

He complied and then cracked up when the man said, "That's the closest my hand will ever get to Halle Berry's arse 
[butt].". 

¶ Became an American citizen on 23 September 2004 but still plans to keep his Irish citizenship. 
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¶ He studied under Yat Malmgren, a dancer and drama teacher who also worked with Sean Connery in the 1950s and is 

credited with helping him develop a strong sense of movement and presence. 

¶ According to the James Bond tailors in London, he has been both the lightest and heaviest of all the James Bonds. The 

tailors who fitted him for his Bond films state that in his first Bond movie, GoldenEye (1995), he weighed 164 pounds, 

making him the lightest actor to play Bond. However, in his fourth Bond movie, Die Another Day (2002), he weighed 
211 pounds, making him the heaviest actor to play Bond. 

¶ He says that the first two films he saw at the cinema, Goldfinger (1964) and Lawrence of Arabia (1962), are also the two 
films that have had the most influence on him. 

¶ Graduated from the prestigious MA program at the Drama Center in London, England. 

¶ After Timothy Dalton was unavailable, Brosnan was originally chosen to play 007 in 1986 and was given the script to 

"The Living Daylights". Although he was contracted to "Remington Steele" (1982) for seven seasons, NBC decided to 
cancel the show at the end of the fourth season, which meant that Brosnan was free to play James Bond in The Living 

Daylights the following year. However, shortly after the end of the fourth season, NBC had second thoughts about 

canceling Remington Steele and subsequently approached the Bond producers directly in an attempt to strike a deal that 
would allow Brosnan to play both James Bond and Remington Steele the following year. NBC also offered to 

completely reschedule the shooting of Remmington Steele to ensure that there were no scheduling conflicts. But 

eventually, Albert Broccoli famously told NBC that "James Bond will not be Remington Steele and Remington Steele 
will not be James Bond." Accordingly, Brosnan would only play Bond if the show remained canceled. NBC had a 60 

day deadline to revoke their decision to cancel Remmington Steele series and at 6.30pm on the 60th day of the deadline, 

Brosnan learned that NBC decided to make a fifth season. So, the role of the new James Bond went to Timothy Dalton. 
NBC went on to make only six episodes of the fifth season of Remington Steele before finally canceling the show for 

good. 

¶ Was considered for the role of Batman/Bruce Wayne in Batman (1989). 

¶ Brosnan's Bond was mainly dressed with shirts and ties from Turnbull & Asser, shoes from Church's, and suits from the 

Italian company Brioni. The cuff links and the belts were mostly Dunhill's. 

¶ In 2004, Quentin Tarantino expressed an interest in directing Brosnan in a version of Casino Royale (2006), but was 

turned down by the Bond producers. 

¶ He is a professional "fire eater", having performed a fire eating act in a circus at a young age. Knowing this, the writers 

for "Remington Steele" (1982) asked him to hone his skills as a fire eater for an episode during the series' second season, 

entitled "High Flying Steele", where Remington and Laura are to go undercover in a circus. 

¶ Is a fan of "Doctor Who" (1963). 

¶ He and fellow Bond actor Sean Connery have both played King Arthur. Connery played him in First Knight (1995) and 
Brosnan provided the voice of Arthur in Quest for Camelot (1998). 

¶ Quit smoking cigarettes before the release of Tomorrow Never Dies (1997). 

¶ While it may be incorrect to suggest that Brosnan was fired from the role of James Bond, since technically the producers 

simply chose not to renew his contract, they had agreed in principle to collaborate on a fifth Bond film before the 
producers pulled from negotiations. This makes Brosnan the first Bond to end his reign not of his own accord. 

¶ He is a vocal supporter of same-sex marriage, gay adoption, gun control and protecting the environment. 

¶ The production of Tomorrow Never Dies (1997) was a troubled one, owing in part to the producers agreeing to have the 

film ready for a December release. Brosnan rejected the script after it had been rewritten; it was then rewritten again 
during filming by the writer of the original script; director and scriptwriter were not talking to each other, and Brosnan 

and Teri Hatcher were not compatible. The film cost around $110 million, but only took in more than $346 million at 

the box office worldwide. 

¶ After being chosen to play "James Bond", Brosnan wasn't allowed to wear a tuxedo in any other film. This posed a 

problem for the wardrobe staff of The Thomas Crown Affair (1999). 

¶ He's Meryl Streep's close friend. 

¶ Lives in Malibu, California.

Robert Harris: I hugely admire the sophisticated thrillers of Alfred Hitchcock, an ordinary guy 

being plunged into a completely strange world. Where every step of the way, what happens is 

completely logical, yet it becomes more and more crazy. I love that genre, and Hitchcock was 

the master of it. And certainly I tried to put an element of that into The Ghost Writer. It is another 

aspect of what appeals to me and I think to Roman as well, about the thriller.  It has fantastic 

narrative energy and drive, taking the viewer or the reader into the world on the shoulders of the 

character who becomes your kind of representative in that world. And the rules of the thriller 

genre are almost like a grand opera or a miracle play. Theyôre very strict and formal, twists and 

turns of the plot, and I like that. And I like that, the way that one can use those narrative devices. 

 

I was in the middle of writing a trilogy of novels about ancient Rome, but this ghost writer idea, 

which had set around for so many years, I suddenly saw how I could do it. And about a week 

after I started writing, I was contacted by Roman Polanski, who wanted to make a film on my 

book Pompeii. Not only that he wanted me to write the screenplay with him. And I worked on 

both projects in parallel. For various reasons, unfortunately Pompeii failed. It didnôt go ahead in 

the summer. And I sent Roman a copy of The Ghost, just as a present to a friend. And about a 

week later he called and said, ñLetôs do this instead.ò And he said it like Chandler. And he had 

been looking to make a thriller. And we spent another few pleasant months together, 

collaborating on this screenplay instead.  

 

Robert Harris: To write this book, I did actually talk to friends of mine whoôd ghostwritten books 

and also read a book about ghostwriting. And it was one of them that said it often occurred to 

them to encrypt something into the text, like someone working on some great cathedral who 

canôt resist carving their initials letters or some message. And so the idea actually came from 

that, and I kept it in my mind as one of the things that I could use to turn the thing around at the 
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end. So that is based in a kind of reality. I like the idea that you might try to smuggle into a 

published book a secret coded remark.  

 

But you know this manuscript is absolutely essential throughout the book and the movie. It gets 

more and more important. It is almost a character in its own right. It is brought out, and everyone 

sits and looks at it. And then it has to be worked on and crossed out. It canôt be taken out of the 

building, but he smuggles it out. Itôs shown to people, and then at the end he presents it to 

someone, and then finally it proves to be the answer to the whole mystery. And I love the way 

that the manuscript becomes a character in the movie.

Writer Robert Harris is a former BBC TV reporter and political columnist who actively 

supported Tony Blair until the Iraq War, which Harris felt was a mistake.

Pierce Brosnan, Actor Adam Lang: I love this cast. The cast is really special. And Ewan is 

leading the way, so heôs a top man in my book. He is someone who I have always admired as an 

actor, and he brings such a vulnerability and charm, and he is funny, too. He catches the irony 

really well. I said to Roman, ñIôm not doing Tony Blair.ò And he said, ñNo, you are not doing 
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Tony Blair, but you canôt help but look at Tony Blairôs records.ò But really I concentrated with 

what was on the page.

And an 

existing house of this sort, isolated on the sea, itôs impossible to find and impossible to use. First 

of all, the house has a big modern bay, with a view of the ocean. It looks good in a movie but it 

canôt be used because the light changes constantly behind the window, the weather changes. And 

it just doesnôt necessarily follow your shooting schedule.
