Mini Biography After serious deliberations about entering the priesthood - he entered a 
seminary in 1956 - Martin Scorsese opted to channel his passions into film. He graduated 

from NYU as a film major in 1964. Catching the eye of producer Roger Corman with his 

1960s student films (including co-editing Woodstock (1970)), Scorsese directed the gritty 
exploiter Boxcar Bertha (1972). Mean Streets (1973) followed in 1973 and provided the 

benchmarks for the Scorsese style: New York settings, loners struggling with inner demons, 

pointed-shoes rock-meets-opera soundtracks and unrelenting cathartic violence. "Mean 
Streets" also featured Robert De Niro and Harvey Keitel, two actors who would help shape 

that style. After Scorsese directed Ellen Burstyn to a Best Actress Oscar in Alice Doesn't 

Live Here Anymore (1974), the trio was reunited for the dark journey of Travis Bickle in 
Taxi Driver (1976). The film achieved additional notoriety five years after its release when 

Bickle's (De Niro) concern for a teenaged hooker played by Jodie Foster inspired John 

Hinckley's assassination attempt on President Ronald Reagan in 1981. After New York, New 
York (1977) (which one critic described as a wife-abuse musical) and The Last Waltz 

(1978), Scorsese released Raging Bull (1980). The biography of middleweight fighter Jake 

LaMotta earned two Oscars (Actor - DeNiro, Editing - Thelma Schoonmaker) and was later 
selected as the best film of the decade by U.S. critic gods Gene Siskel and Roger Ebert. 

Scorsese then explored fans as pariah ( The King of Comedy (1983)), dark-comic dreams ( 

After Hours (1985)), and revisited pool shark Eddie Felson from The Hustler (1961) ( The 
Color of Money (1986) with Paul Newman). Scorsese outraged some religious groups by 

attempting to portray a human son of God in The Last Temptation of Christ (1988) before 

returning to more familiar territory with the Mafia in Goodfellas (1990). He followed with 
two films which were remakes, Cape Fear (1991) and The Age of Innocence (1993). Besides 

directing and co-writing, Scorsese has also acted. It's interesting to note he played the gunman at the finale of Mean Streets (1973) and the cab 

passenger planning to kill his wife in Taxi Driver (1976). He also had a role in Yume (1990).

Chapter 2: Schoolôs Out  

0:05:04 In the film they allude to the busing situation that was present in the 1970ôs and the 

tightness that had to be broken up. Courts decided to desegregate the schools by ordering busing 

in the Boston school system. The busing issue magnified the racial tensions that were already 

present in the city. This caused a huge problem as Boston is a 

closed community of Irish families; all of a sudden someone 

from the outside, the Federal government was telling them 

how to run their schools and city. As a result there was a 

tremendous amount of resentment to the notion of busing. 

People in Boston felt as if Whitey Bulger was looking out for 

their best interests. He might be a gang member, but he was 

their gang member. 

South Boston was the type of community that would attempt 

to handle their own problems; they were not going to be 

calling the police or the FBI. They tended to handle things in their own community. 

Anachronisms: The sign in the window of the convenience store at the beginning of the film 

advertises The Boston Phoenix as a free paper. At the time being depicted "some years ago" the 

Phoenix cost $.35-.50 (depending on the actual year). 

 

Continuity: When we see Frank Costello from the back as he addresses young Colin in the auto 

shop, he has a cigarette in his mouth. In the next shot of him from the front, his cigarette is gone. 

 

Errors in geography: When Costigan and Brown are training at 

the Mass. State Police Academy, the Throgs Neck Bridge, which 

connects Queens and the Bronx, is clearly visible. The actual 

Mass. State Police Academy is in New Braintree, 

Massachusetts, a small town near Worcester, with no large 

suspension bridges nearby. 

 

0:05:04 The classroom scene, police academy graduation scene, 

and shooting range scene (all at the beginning of the film) were 

actually shot near the end of production. Historic Ft. Schuyler on the campus of State University 

of New Yorkôs Maritime College was the back drop. 
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Anachronisms: The Boston Phoenix honor box outside the shop in the opening scene supposedly 

taken ñsome years agoò uses a logo that was introduced in 2005. The honor box is the same in 

subsequent present-day shots. 

 

Factual errors: When Colin is playing Rugby near the start of the film he is playing the position 

of flanker, but he is wearing the no. 10 shirt, which is the position of fly half. 

 

0:05:56 Leonardo DiCaprio went to Boston and hung out with a native to learn the accent and to 

experience the city. 

Continuity: In the beginning when Frank executes a kneeling man and woman, the woman falls 

on the back of the man. The next scene shows her clearly beside him, then the next shot, she's 

back on the man's back. 

 

Continuity: In the scene where Costigan is talking to his uncle while his mother is dying in the 

hospital, there is clearly a fire extinguisher on the wall in the hospital hallway. However, after 

the scene cuts from Costigan to the uncle and back to Costigan, the fire extinguisher is gone but 

the hook is still visible.

He grew up in Echo 

Park, then a particularly seedy, drug-dominated area of Los Angeles. At five he appeared on his favorite TV show ñRomper Roomò (1953) and 
was nearly thrown off for misbehaving. After a string of commercials, educational films ("Mickey's Safety Club"), occasional parts in TV series, 

a debut film role as Josh in Critters 3 (1991), a continuing role as the homeless boy Luke in the TV series ñGrowing Painsò (1985), he got his 

break-through part as Toby in This Boyôs Life (1993), co-starring with Robert De Niro and Ellen Barkin. 
 

The part led the New York Film Critics and the National Society of Film Critics to name him runner-up for Best Supporting Actor. His first 

Academy Award and Golden Globe nominations came for the difficult role of Arnie in What's Eating Gilbert Grape (1993). Equally challenging 
parts were a drug-troubled Jim Carroll in The Basketball Diaries (1995), the tormented homosexual poet Rimbaud in Total Eclipse (1995), and 

the angry teenage son of a harried mother in Marvin's Room (1996). He made a major impact with his starring role in a very updated Romeo + 

Juliet (1996). Superstardom came to DiCaprio playing Jack Dawson in Titanic (1997), highest grossing film ever, tied with Ben-Hur (1959) for 
most Academy Awards, though Leo himself was not nominated. His performance in the remake of The Man in the Iron Mask (1998/I) was poorly 

received, but the film still turned a profit. His next major film, The Beach (2000/I), was not a success, but he made another comeback in Catch 

Me If You Can (2002) and remains an A-list star.

0:08:53 Tom Duffy was hired as a technical assistant on the film, he was a former Boston Major 

State Police Officer, and worked on the gang task force and was in charge of the Whitey Bulger 

investigation. Story is not based on Whitey Bulger, but the existence of him as a mob boss made 

the location of this an easy fit for Boston backdrop. 

While shooting on location in Boston, Massachusetts, Martin Scorsese viewed the filmôs dailies 

at Emerson College. 

 

Triple Oôs Lounge, Kevin Weeks, Former Top Lieutenant Whitey 

Bulger Organization. Whitey recruited him to be a member of his 

organization. He stated that when he got started in the organization 

everything came with it, the money, the power and the rush of 

adrenaline. As the violence progressed it started getting more and more 

violent. It was like baby steps at first and then there were giant leaps, 

went from beating people up to finally being involved in the ultimate 

crime of murder. Kevin turned over the location of six murder victims 

to police in exchange for a lighter sentence; he served six years and 

turned government witness.

Mini Biography Mark Robert Michael Wahlberg was born June 5th, 1971 in the poor working class district of Boston known as Dorchester, the 

youngest of nine children. His parents were Alma & Donald Wahlberg. The large Wahlberg brood didn't have a lot growing up, especially after 

his parents divorced when he was eleven. The kids crammed into a three bedroom apartment, none 
of them having very much privacy. After the divorce, Mark's mother has said that she became very 

self-absorbed with her own problems. She blames herself for her son's subsequent problems and 

delinquency. Wahlberg dropped out of high school at age 14 (but later got GED) to pursue a life of 
petty crime and drugs. He'd spend his days scamming and stealing, working on the odd drug deal 

before treating himself to the substances himself. The young man also had a violent streak - one 

which was often aimed at minorities. At age 16, he was convicted of assault against two Vietnamese 

men after he had tried to rob them. As a result of his assault conviction, he was sentenced to serve 50 

days in prison at Deer Island penitentiary. Whilst there, he began working out to pass time and, 

when he emerged at the end of his sentence, he had gone from being a scrawny young kid to a buff 
young man. Wahlberg also credits the jail time as being his motivation to improve his lifestyle and 

leave the crime behind him. Once he was released, Mark rejoined his family, who were now in the 

national spotlight. His older brother Donnie Wahlberg was a member of the 1980's singing sensation 
'New Kids On the Block'. Mark himself had been an original member of the band but had backed out 

early on - uncomfortable with the squeaky clean image of the group. A precursor to the boy-band 
craze, "New Kids On the Block" were dominating the charts and were on top of their game. Donnie 

decided to help his little brother out and tried to get him on the straight and narrow. He, brother 

Donnie, member of New Kids, pulled some strings and got Mark set up with a recording contract. 
Despite a lack of singing ability, promoters took to his dance moves and a physique they knew 

teenage girls would love. Donnie scripted some easy songs for Mark, who collected a troupe of 

dancers and a DJ to become his óFunky Bunchô and Marky Mark and the Funky Bunch was born.  
 

His debut album, "Music for the People", was a smash hit, which was propelled along by the rapper's willingness to disrobe down to boxer-briefs 

on stage, not to mention several catchy tunes. Teenage girls thrilled to the rapping "bad boy". Record producer David Geffen saw in Wahlberg a 
cash-cow of marketing ability. After speaking to designer Calvin Klein, Marky Mark was set up as the 

designer's chief underwear model. His scantily clad figure soon adorned billboards across the nation. 

Ironically, while The New Kids on the Block's fame was dwindling as audiences tired of their syrupy lyrics, 
Marky Mark's bad boy image was becoming even more of a commodity. He was constantly in the headlines 

(often of the tabloids) after multiple scandals. In 1992, he released a book dedicated to his penis. Wahlberg 

was constantly getting into rumored fights, most memorably with Madonna and her entourage at a Los 
Angeles party. While things were always intense, they were relatively harmless and made for enjoyable 

reading for the public. However, when the story of his arrest for assault (and the allegations of racism) broke 

in the press, things took on a decidedly darker note. People were not amused. Soon after, while on a British 
talk show along with rapper Shabba Ranks, he got into even more trouble. After Ranks made the statement 

that gays should be crucified, Wahlberg was accused of condoning the comments by his silence.  

 
Marky Mark was suddenly surrounded by charges of brutality, homophobia and racial hatred. His second 

album, "You Gotta Believe", had not been faring well and, after the charges surface, it plummeted off the 

charts. Adding to the hoopla, Wahlberg was brought to court for allegedly assaulting a security guard. He was 
ordered to make amends by appearing in a series of anti-bias advertisements. Humbled and humiliated by his fall from grace in the music world, 

Wahlberg decided to pursue another angle, acting. He dropped the Marky Mark moniker and became known simply as Mark Wahlberg. His first 

big screen role came in Penny Marshall's Renaissance Man (1994). Despite the name change, many people snickered at the idea of the has-been 
rapper thinking he could make it as an actor. From the get-go, he was proving them wrong. In Renaissance Man, he gave an utterly charming 

performance as a simple but sincere army recruit. What naysayers remained found it increasingly difficult to write Mark Wahlberg off as he 

delivered one fine performance after another. He blew them away in the controversial The Basketball Diaries (1995) and chilled them in Fear 

(1996) as every father's worst nightmare. Wahlberg hit a high point in Paul Thomas Anderson's Boogie Nights (1997), in which he 

metamorphosed from shy young Eddie Adams into egomaniac porn star Dirk Diggler. Critics and audiences were impressed with the young 

actor's range and abilities, not to mention certain other attributes. It seems as though Mark Wahlberg has finally put bad boy Marky Mark behind 
him. While some controversy remains (Wahlberg denies ever having been a racist) he is now taken much more seriously than he ever was before. 

He is one of the few teen pop sensations to survive through it and come out on top.

Ed Harris, Jack Lemmon and Alan Arkin in the punishing Glengarry Glen Ross (1992). 

 
Further demand for Baldwin's talents saw more strong scripts swiftly come his way, and he starred alongside his then wife Kim Basinger in a 

remake of the Steve McQueen action flick The Getaway (1994), brought to life the famous comic strip character The Shadow (1994) and was 

superb as an assistant district attorney in the civil rights drama Ghosts of Mississippi (1996). Baldwin's distinctive vocal talents then saw him 
voice US-aired episodes of the highly popular UK children's show "Thomas the Tank Engine & Friends" (1984), plus later voice-only 

contributions to other animated/children's shows including "Clerks" (2000), Cats & Dogs (2001), Final Fantasy: The Spirits Within (2001) and 

The SpongeBob SquarePants Movie (2004). The versatile and enigmatic Baldwin has remained consistently busy over the past decade with 
appearances in a mixed bag of movies: as Capt. Jimmy Doolittle in the mammoth love story of Pearl Harbor (2001) and a violent casino boss 

intimidating luckless William H. Macy in The Cooler (2003). He picked up scathing reviews (as did the entire cast) for the box-office disaster 

The Cat in the Hat (2003) and he starred in the quirky Along Came Polly (2004) alongside Ben Stiller and Jennifer Aniston.

Biography from Leonard Maltin's Movie Encyclopedia: Not many actors could have risen from a bit in the three-day The Little Shop of Horrors 

(1960) to the lead in the multimillion-dollar epic Hoffa (1992); fewer still are sufficiently comfortable with their stardom to continue to take small 

but challenging roles, but this paunchy, balding actor with what "Time" magazine once called a "shark's grin" has always been a consummate 
professional, albeit an incredibly well-paid one, as well as one of the few contemporary stars whom anybody can do an impression of. Nicholson 

got his movie start with legendary cheapie producer Roger Corman, who cast him in the title role of Cry Baby Killer (1958). He played small 

roles for the next few years; in addition to playing a masochistic dental patient in Little Shop he costarred as Peter Lorre's moron son in The 
Raven (1963), and hung around to play the lead in The Terror filmed shortly thereafter on the same sets and starring Boris Karloff. Nicholson got 

his first screenplay credit that same year, co writing the virtually unknown Thunder Island After a period of relative inactivity, he resurfaced by 

producing, writing, and costarring in a trio of low-budget Monte Hellman films: a pair of existential Westerns, Ride in the Whirlwind (1965), and 
The Shooting (1967), and Flight to Fury (1966), a tropical adventure. Nicholson played a filling-station attendant named "Poet" in Hell's Angels 

on Wheels (1967), a pony-tailed rocker in Psych-Out wrote the script for Corman's LSD epic The Trip and co wrote, co produced (with Bob 

Rafelson), and briefly appeared in the cult favorite Head (all 1968). He stepped in to replace Rip Torn at the last minute and played a boozy 
Southern lawyer in another biker film ... but this one, Easy Rider (1969), changed his life.  

 

The unexpected, phenomenal success of this counterculture road film (and his riveting performance as a drop-out lawyer) made Nicholson a 
demi-star, especially to the Beatles-generation audiences who comprised the bulk of the movie going public in those years. (It also earned him his 

first Oscar nomination.) His role in Vincente Minnelli's On a Clear Day You Can See Forever (1970) was cut down to nothing, but Nicholson's 

vibrant portrayal of an angry, disaffected ex musician in Five Easy Pieces (also 1970) proved to be a star-making turn, thanks in large part to his 
memorable "chicken salad sandwich" tirade; it also brought him a second Oscar nomination, in the Best Actor category. His sublimely cynical 

sexual politician in Carnal Knowledge (1971) cemented his reputation as the star of a new generation. His follow ups, A Safe Place (1971) and 

The King of Marvin Gardens (1972), didn't endear him to the movie going main stream, but reaffirmed his status as an individualist who sought 
out challenging and contemporary material. He then co wrote, co produced, and directed the X-rated coming-of-age drama Drive, He Said (1972). 

Nicholson hit his stride with starring roles in The Last Detail (1973, Oscar nominated again as a career sailor on m.p. duty), Chinatown (1974, 

Oscar-nominated as detective Jake Gittes), and One Flew Over the Cuckoo's Nest (1975, winning his first Oscar as the not-so-crazy, rebellious 
asylum patient Randall Patrick McMurphy). In his Academy Award acceptance speech, the sly Nicholson thanked film pioneer Mary Pickford 

who'd just made an appearance on the show-"for being the first actor to get a percentage of her pictures." Now a full-fledged star, Nicholson took 

chances that few others would dare, playing a goofy sidekick to Warren Beatty in the farcical The Fortune leaving Hollywood to work for 
Michelangelo Antonioni in the inscrutable The Passenger taking a singing role in Tommy (all 1975), and a supporting part in The Last Tycoon 

(1976). His subsequent starring films were a mixed bag, however: The Missouri Breaks (1976, a disappointing "summit meeting" with Marlon 

Brando), Goin' South (1978, a quixotic comedy which he directed), The Shining (1980, an over-the top tour de force in which he went crazy for 
nearly two hours, under Stanley Kubrick's direction), The Postman Always Rings Twice (1981, a seamy and steamy remake of the James M. Cain 

classic), and The Border (1982, a muddled drama about illegal aliens).  

 
The actor's choices grew cannier at this time. He was surprisingly effective as playwright Eugene O'Neill in Warren Beatty's sprawling Reds 

(1981, earning a Best Supporting Actor Oscar nomination), and charming as the comically dissolute former astronaut who laconically romances 

Shirley MacLaine in Terms of Endearment (1983), which won him a Best Supporting Actor Academy Award. John Huston gave him one key 
piece of direction to play a dimwitted hit-man in Prizzi's Honor (1985)-"Remember, he's dumb"-and the result was one of his alltime best 

performances, opposite Kathleen Turner and his longtime girlfriend Anjelica Huston. He chalked up another Oscar nomination, then played a 

thinly disguised version of journalist Carl Bernstein in Heartburn (1986), creating an unforgettable Nicholson moment by bursting into song (the 
"Soliloquy" from Carousel!). He was devilishly well cast as Satan in modern-day guise in The Witches of Eastwick which allowed him to "let 

go" in a furiously funny climax, then played a heartbreaking man on the skids in Ironweed which earned him another Oscar nomination (both 

http://us.imdb.com/Name?Walsh,%20J.T.
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1987). He rounded out 1987 with a very funny, deadpan cameo appearance as an imperious network anchorman in Broadcast News By now 

something of an icon-as actor, movie star, and power broker-he accepted a whopping salary (and percentage) to play The Joker in Batman (1989), 

and chewed the scenery to his heart's content (and his fans'). In 1990 he realized a longtime ambition to make a sequel to Chinatown directing and 

starring in the disappointing The Two Jakes. After some time off, he appeared in three movies in succession in 1992: the dreadful comedy Man 
Trouble (which reunited him with director Bob Rafelson), the smash hit A Few Good Men (which gave him a plum, Oscar-nominated supporting 

role as a Machiavellian Marine officer), and the ambitious biography Hoffa (in which his galvanizing performance-in very convincing makeup-

had to carry a diffuse and unsatisfying script). He then re teamed with director Mike Nichols to try something completely different-a werewolf 
movie, namely Wolf (1994). In 1994 he received the American Film Institute Life Achievement Award, reaffirming his unique status as a 

counterculture hero who has managed to function extraordinarily well in the movie mainstream. His next film was The Crossing Guard (1995).

as a doctor in The Departed (2006). 

 
Farmiga was formerly married to a fellow actor Sebastian Roché, whom she met during her work on the series "Roar" (1997), and the two eloped 

to the Bahamas after the series end in 1997. Their marriage ended in divorce in 2005. She shares time between her residencies in New Jersey and 

in Los Angeles, California. Her activities outside her acting profession include reading, playing her piano, and spending time with her pet angora 
goats, an obsession she had since she was a child.
